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Air of Freedom

After World War II was over in 1945 
our troops finally returned home after 
giving all they had fighting for our 
country.  Some troops came home to 
loving families and some came home 
after truly giving the supreme sacrifice.

Our community banded together 
during this time more than ever, being 
thankful for the air they still had the 
opportunity to breathe.  The air was 
never as sweet because it was the air of 
freedom.  

Our Town of Shenandoah and its 
residents were so thankful they 
banded together to build something 
that became a landmark to our small 
town.  That something was known 
as Veterans Memorial Stadium and 
what a landmark it was!  Our old 
ballpark would shine a beacon of light 
whenever baseball games or events 
were held there.  The ballpark was a 
true honor to all veterans who have 
protected our country through the 
years so that we may have the luxury 
of breathing the same air of freedom as 
our forefathers.

VETERANS MEMORIAL STADIUM
Veterans Memorial Stadium stood 
proudly from 1950 to 1987.  Three 
generations of ballplayers came 
through the stadium and fans of all 
ages and locations were able to forget 
their troubles for a few hours when 
those stadium doors were opened.  
A monument in centerfield gave a 
constant reminder of those that gave the 
supreme sacrifice.  The Daughter of The 
Stars shed a tear in early morning on 
October 29th, 1987 as the stadium was 
gone.  It had been destroyed by fire.

LET’S DO THIS!
Since the stadium burned it’s been 
talked about not only for the memories 

of the 
stadium 
but of its 
rebuilding.  
Our com-
munity 
worked 
extremely 

hard to build that stadium and now is 
the time to rebuild it. No more talking— 
now is the time for action.

WHERE WILL OUR KIDS PLAY?
Once the stadium is rebuilt our chil-
dren will still play at the stadium using 
the same fields they currently are using 
now. Once the new youth ball field 
complex is constructed at Big Gem 
Park the children can then play there 
and the stadium’s baseball diamond 
can then be refurbished.  The town 
and county recently joined forces to 
have professional engineers design the 
youth field complex at Big Gem Park.

WILL THE INDIANS COME HOME?
The Shenandoah Indians can come 
home if an agreement can be worked 
out with the Shenandoah Recreation 
League that fits into the schedule and 
a 60’-6” pitching mound is installed. 
We want to see our Indians back home 
but above all we want to make sure our 
children are taken care of first. Both 
organizations have worked well togeth-
er in the past and we are sure some sort 
of agreement can be worked out.
